*In social studies we have been talking about basic economic concepts. We have learned about how we earn money for goods and services and what is the difference between both. We will add onto this concept as we read The Berenstain Bears Get the Gimmies to help us discuss wants vs. needs. 


In math we have been learning all about measurement and why it is important. The students helped establish the “rules” of measurement: You MUST start at the starting point, use the same size of non-standard tool and the tools must touch, but not overlap. We also are learning about equality and in building understanding that equal means “has the same value as…” 


In writing we have been learning about persuasive writing. We talked about what it means to convince someone and how to use supporting reasons. We read the book I Wanna Iguana where a boy tries to convince his mom to let him get a pet iguana. As a follow up, each student decided on a pet they would like and made a plan and letter trying to convince you to get their pet. They had some pretty convincing thoughts….
