In math we have been learning about place value and representing two digit numbers with ten sticks and circles. We are also working on word problems that require comparing numbers and finding the difference. We have learned strategies for solving these type of problems (including “visualizing before drawing”), ways to draw pictures to help and used sentence stems to describe how we compared the numbers.
